The resident campsite, since 1947, is bordered by Cherokee National Forest and some privately owned land. There are five tent units, three with shelters and two with buildings/lodges. There is also a commercial dining room/kitchen, an infirmary, a swimming pool, small lake and shower house. Administrative support buildings include Properties Manager’s home, and two cottages.








UPON ARRIVAL


1. Park in parking lot


2. Check in with Properties Manager


3. Give emergency contact roster to Properties Manager


4. Arrange checkout and gear transportation time (allow 30 minutes)


5. Complete check-in list portion of Inspection list








UPON DEPARTURE


1. Take all trash and garbage to the dumpster or dispose of it as instructed by the Properties Manager


2. Remove paper from latrines, close lids, close and fasten doors


3. Complete inspection checklist and Troop Camp/Travel/Event/Activity Evaluation form


4. Check out with Properties Manager





RULES AND REGULATIONS


By registering to use one or more campsites, campers agree to abide by the following rules


1. Park all vehicles in parking lot. Properties Manager will deliver your equipment to site upon arrival. Private vehicles are NOT allowed in the units.


2. An emergency roster list must be given to Properties Manager on arrival.


3. Campers are to be under YOUR troop/group supervision at all times. Please use the buddy system. The Properties Manager is there for your protection, not to supervise campers.


4. Remember - as a courtesy to the Properties Manager and fellow campers - quiet time after 10:30 pm.


5. Please abide by Safety-Wise. The rules are for your own protection.


6. Girl Scouts should always leave a site in better condition than they found it.


7. The Properties Manager has full authority at Camp Sky-Wa-Mo and if camp rules are not being followed, he/she has the authority to ask you to leave.


8. You are responsible for depositing your unit’s trash in the dumpster by the dining hall unless otherwise instructed by the Properties Manager.


9. Water service is suspended from November 1 through March 31. Check with the Council Registrar when reserving a site during these months.
